Dynamics and Pitch!

In October, we learned seasonal songs by 
reading the words under the music notes. 

We noticed that when the note is higher on 
the staff (the five lines of music) our voices 
became higher in pitch. The lower the note 
on the staff, the lower our voices would sing. 

We also noticed that dynamics  make a song 
exciting and fun.  By performing certain 
parts of a song quieter or louder, you can 
add feeling, emotion, and interest to the 

song.
